Part One: Great Depression Diary
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Directions:

1. Read Chapter 11 Sections 1-3 (pg. 399 – 415)
2. Incorporate the information contained in those sections along with additional information from class activities to write a journal detailing what your experiences during the Great Depression may have been like had you lived then.

Requirements:

1. Introduction/ Biography Identify: Who are you?  Where do you live (City or Rural)? How old are you? Any additional information you think would be interesting. 

2. Three journal entries: (At least one page each)

The first entry should focus on the start of the Depression. How did it make you feel?  The second and third entries should focus on how the Depression affected your life.

3. Entries must contain a combined total of 10 Vocabulary terms (bold or blue terms). 
Terms are to be underlined when used, and defined by the sentence they are in. Be creative!
Part Two: Alphabet Book of New Deal Agencies
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Directions:

1. Read Chapter 12 Sections 1-3 (pg. 421-445)

2. After reading about Roosevelt’s New Deal agencies you will create a drawing / description that explains the importance of each agency.

Requirements:

1. The following agencies must be described: TVA, SEC, FDIC, AAA, NIRA/NRA, CCC, FERA, PWA/CWA, WPA and Social Security Act.

2. The following must be addressed for each agency:

Name & Year agency was created:

What did the agency do?

Who benefited from the agency?

What were the effects/criticisms of the agency?

3. Create a picture to symbolize each agency.  The picture must have color and should be hand-drawn.  You will not be graded on your artistic ability, stick figures are allowed. You are being graded on creativity and effort.
