Content Requirements:

· An overview of the goals of the campaign for each side. 

· Detailed account of the major battle(s) in the campaign.

· Information concerning the main leaders of both sides.

· Troops strength of both sides and why this was important. 

· Major events of the campaign. 

· Overall importance or accomplishments of the campaign and/or its major battles, for either side. How the campaign furthered the strategic goals of the North and/or South.

PowerPoint Requirements:

· Must be your original work. Do NOT Cut and Paste
· Factual PowerPoint, with bibliography.

· Use original Civil War images whenever possible.

· Inclusion of at least one battle map as a visual aid, and explain the map.

· Visually appealing – easy to READ.

· Submitted to me in electronic format, on a floppy disc, thumb drive, or by e-mail.

· Must have the ability for others to take notes and learn from your presentation.

Presentation Requirements:

· Presentation/Lesson 10-20 minutes in length.

· Factual in nature. (The information needs to be correct!)

· Detailed and to the point. 
· Speak clearly and at an appropriate LOUD volume. 
· All messmates must be involved in the presentation.

ALL OFF-TASK behavior observed by me by individuals in a MESS will be rewarded with a lower MESS grade on the project. Keep your messmates on task and on topic.
Some work on this will have to be done on your own outside of class.
